Art Guidelines

The art teacher must make known to the contestants, the specific rules of the competition and the specific criteria upon which the art work will be. 

NO  work may be entered which has been directly copied from any published source of any other artist’s visual images UNLESS the contestant has creatively modified or reinterpreted the original work by using his own vision or style. 

The art teacher must make the ethics of the art competition known to the contestants- any work which carries any doubt as to its authenticity and originality will be disqualified. 

The art teacher must aid the contestants in understanding that the judgement of the art is not judgement of the worth of the individual who created the work. 

Specific:

A. Categories 

· Black and white drawings –rendered in any black and white media except ink.

· Ink drawings

· Scratchboard

· Graphic Designs – art with a commercial purpose including posters, cd covers, brochure design, advertisement, fashion illustration, interior design calligraphy, lettering, and computer graphics

· Colored drawings-rendered in any color media including crayon, pencil, pastel, color ink, etc.  

· Transparent paintings –rendered in any media including oil, acrylic, watercolor, and gauche used in an opaque manner

· 2D Mixed Media – any entry where two or more media are combined which does not extend over 1\4 inche above the surface (this includes collage). 

· 3D Mixed Media – any entry where two or more media are combined. This includes relief sculpture, assemblage, and cast paper.

· Printmaking – includes any printing technique which duplicates an image.

· Crafts – includes creations in fiber, metal, wood, and glass.  No kits or prefabricated molds are acceptable

· Sculpture- work in round, any media

· Pottery – articles built in clay on wheel or hand built.

· Black and White photography

· Color and experimental photography

Judging will be based on :

1. Technique, skill and use of media, paying close attention to line, quality, value, and tone.

2. Originality in use of media and interpretation of subject matter.

B. Entry Information

-Work must have been done within the last two years

- No entry can be re-entered after placing in a previous T-CAL event

- Work that has not placed in a previous T-CAL event may be re-submitted

- No group projects

- All work should be matted in a neutral color and covered with acetate or shrink wrap for protection.

- Entries must be properly identified per category

- There is no size limitation

- No contestant may place more than two times in one category

-State sponsors assume no responsibility for loss, damage, or breakage. Entrants who submit breakable objects should understand that they do so at their own risk.  However, all entries will be handled with care.
