History and Mathematics Contest Rules

The purpose of the contest is to provide the contestant an opportunity to compete with others in the areas of history and mathematics. 

Nature of the contests: 

A. History- This contest consists of 100 multiple choice questions.  Forty questions relate to American History, forty to World History, and twenty to American Government.  The questions address both the contestant’s knowledge of facts, dates, and figures as well as his ability to reason possible answers from a set of data. 

B. Mathematics- This contest consists of 100 multiple choice questions.    The problems are those that are typically studied in  a course of first and second year algebra and geometry.

Conducting the contest:

A. The time allotted for each test is ninety minutes

B. All answers will be recorded on a separate answer sheet

C. Answer sheets will be marked by number rather than name

D. Tests, and answer sheets will be provided by the Contest Director. Contestants must provide their own scratch paper

E. Contestants will not open tests and begin work until the signal is given 

F. No questions will be answered after testing begins

G. Answer sheet numbers must match question numbers

H. Upon completion of the test, a contestant will hand in all papers (tests, answer sheets, and scratch paper) and quietly leave the room. 

I. A contestant may not return to the room after leaving

Duties of the Contest Director

A. Secure an appropriate room for the contest

B. See that the TCAL form for securing contestant information and for matching the appropriate test with the appropriate contestant is properly filled out. 

C. Secure an assistant if necessary

D. Provide a quiet environment throughout the event

E. Secure competent graders and supervise the grading

F. Give oral instructions where applicable

G. See that all requirements relating to the contests are fulfilled

H. Provide the viewing of the papers and any challenges prior to announcing official results

I. Announce official results
