T-CAL Music Contest

All music must be selected from Christian artists.  Music, other than Christian, will not be allowed to be entered.  Contestants will be responsible for providing all instruments and equipment (including music stands).  Directors should check with the T-CAL Office to find out the equipment that is provided for the competition. 

Events:

A. Solo-vocal and instrumental- A school may enter a maximum of 3 vocal soloists and eight instrumental soloists. 

B. Each vocal soloist will perform one selection from memory, without a sheet of words on stage.

C. Each instrumental soloist will perform one selection and may use music.

D. Piano Solo- A school may enter a maximum of three contestants. The pianist must provide sheet music to judges, but perform by memory. 

E. Vocal ensemble- An ensemble will consist of a minimum of theee and a maximum of fifteen performers. All ensembles must perform by memory.

F. Instrumental ensembles – An ensemble will consist of a minimum of three, and a maximum of fifteen performers. All ensembles must perform by memory

Each soloist and director of an ensemble must supply the judges with a copy of the music being used. 

Judges must be qualified in the field of music.  They must have a college or music conservatory background in music. 

There must be a minimum of four and a maximum of six judges.
